Adams Horse Camp in the Gifford 
Pinchot National Forest. You’re welcome 
to come early and make it a mini-vacation 
(BYO drinking water, only horse water is 
available at the horse camp.)

Directions to Trout Lake, Washington: From Oregon's I-84, take exit 64 (Hood 
River), go north across Columbia River, west on Hwy 14 for 1 mile, north on Alternate Hwy 141 for 
approximately 4 miles, continue north on Hwy 141 about 20 miles to Trout Lake. In Trout Lake, bear right 
at Chevron follow signs to camp. Ride camp will be at the Mt. Adams Horse Camp in the Gifford-Pinchot 
National Forest.
